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	Rules Under 12: Five a Side
· In order to enter the U12 competitions, all players must be born in 1997 (proof of age may be required; should confirmation of age not be available, the team may continue in the tournament but will not be able to enter the knockout stages).

· The game shall be 5 a side with 3 substitutes;

Rules Under 14: Five a Side
· In order to enter the U14 competitions, all players must be born in 1995 (proof of age may be required; should confirmation of age not be available, the team may continue in the tournament but will not be able to enter the knockout stages).

· The game shall be 5 a side with 3 substitutes;

Rules: Senior Five a Side

· The game shall be 5 a side with 3 substitutes;
· MATCHES FOR THE SENIOR FIVE A SIDE WILL BE PLAYED ON THE MORNING OF SATURDAY 1st AUGUST AT TAYLORS AVENUE

General Rules

· Each game shall last 15 minutes. With a 2 minute half time after 7 ½ minutes.
· Substitutes can be made at anytime throughout the match at the referees discretion 
· There will be no off sides
· Goal keepers may lift the ball anywhere within the 10 yard area.
· When a goal is scored play will be restarted with a centre.
· Throw ins will be taken as normal
· A foul inside the 10 yard box will result in a penalty
· Should a match finish level in the knock out stages. 
· One five minute period of extra time will be played. Should the game remain level, three penalty kicks will be used, followed by sudden death penalties until a winner is found.
· Should a match finish in a draw in the group stages both teams will be awarded one point.


	· Winners in a group match will be awarded three points.
· Should a player be sent off they shall miss the next match in the teams schedule. Should a team play an illegible player they shall forfeit the points for that game. Should this be a knockout match they shall lose the match and be eliminated from the tournament. 

· Following all group matches should teams finish level on points, the following measures will be used to identify qualifications:

· The result between the two teams will be used in the first instance. Should this be a draw or the situation involve more than two teams Goal difference shall decide which team/s progress.

· The team with the best goal difference shall progress, should this be equal the team with less goals conceded will progress; should this still not produce a clear winner then the team with most fair-play points shall progress.

· Should none of the situations above decide the situation then a sudden death penalty shootout will be used involving all teams involved. This will be on an immediate knockout basis.

· The referee shall have the final decision regarding match events. Match timing is the responsibility of the senior match official, with matches starting and ending at the same point at the whistle.

· Any other issue relating to the management of or participation within the tournament shall be made at the discretion of the Tournament Director.

· All coaches are required to stay within the coaching area at the half way line of the pitch. Encroachment onto the field of play will result in a direct free kick from the half way line.

· Should any player verbally abuse a referee a direct free kick will be awarded to the opposition from the half way line and the player must be substituted for a minimum period of two minutes.
