Medieval mayhem will come to Carrickfergus this coming Sunday 23 August as Carrickfergus Borough Council celebrates Walled Towns Day for 2009!  A host of 17th Century entertainment will take place in the Jacobean Knot Gardens at Joymount to celebrate the town’s historic town walls.  Re-enactors will include Sir Arthur Chichester, his wife, Leticia, and other members of his household including his house steward, house maid, dairy maid and lady in waiting.  An award-winning Town Crier will also be present  to proclaim the afternoon’s events.  Soldiers will be on hand to demonstrate the art of 17th Century swordsmanship and pike drill.  The entertainment, which takes place from 2pm-5pm, will also feature medieval musicians, juggling, cookery displays, metal working, weaving, candle making, leather working, fencing and medieval dancing.  In addition, two special tours of the town’s walls will be conducted by renowned archaeologist, Ruairi O’Baoill at 2.30pm and 4.30pm, departing from outside the Museum and Civic Centre in Antrim Street.
